ONLY Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs) manufactures 
having UDYAM Registration (containing code of Biomass pellets code 38300), shall be 
exempted from paying Earnest Money Deposit. Such MSE bidders will have to submit 
UDYAM Registration Certificate (containing code of Biomass), as a proof of being MSE on 
GeM Portal as EMD.

Further, that if at any point subsequent to award of Contract, the declarations 
given above are found to be incorrect, NCPS DADRI Limited/ EMPLOYER 
shall have the full right to terminate the Contract and take any action as per 
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applicable laws for breach of contract including forfeiture of Performance Bank 
Guarantee. 

 

9.7 Acceptance of attribute for “Preference to Make in India and eligibility for 

participation” 
 

 Acceptance of above attribute shall be considered as Bidder's confirmation 

that Bidder has read and understood the ITB Clause regarding “Preference to 

Make in India and eligibility for participation” and its bid is in compliance to this 

clause. 
                       Bidder shall be required to submit a certificate from the statutory auditor or 

cost auditor (in the case the bidder is a company) or from a practicing cost 
accountant or practicing chartered accountant (in respect of bidders other than 
companies) giving the percentage of local content during execution prior to 
submission of last bill for payment.

9.8 EMPLOYER’s determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the 

contents of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence. If a bid is not 

substantially responsive, it will be rejected by EMPLOYER, and may not 

subsequently be made responsive by the Bidder by correction of the 

nonconformity. 

 

10.0 PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF BID 

10.1 The bidder is to ensure that its bid initially shall remain valid and open for 

acceptance for one hundred &twenty (120) days from the date of opening of 

Techno-Commercial Bid.

25.3 Prior to the detailed evaluation, NCPS DADRI will determine whether each bid 

is of acceptable quality, is complete, and is substantially responsive to the 

Bidding Documents. For purposes of this determination, a substantially 
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responsive bid is one that (a) materially conforms to all the terms, conditions 

and specifications of the bidding documents without material deviations, 

objections, conditionalties or reservations. A material deviation, exception, 

objection, conditionality, or reservation is one: (i) that affects in any substantial 

way the scope, quality, or performance of the contract; (ii) that limits, in any 

substantial way that is inconsistent with the Bidding Documents, the 

Employer’s rights or the Successful bidder’s obligations under the Contract; or 

(iii) whose rectification would unfairly affect the competitive position of other

be assumed that the Bidder complies to all the conditions of Bidding 
Documentsand its subsequent Amendment(s) / Clarification(s) / Addenda / 
Errata, if any, issued by the Employer. In case the Bidder refuses to withdraw 
deviations implicit or explicit found anywhere in the bid, without any financial 
implication whatsoever to the Employer, the bid shall be rejected.

Employer will inform the eligible bidders, in writing, regarding schedule of 

Price Bid Opening. 

 

27.0  EVALUATION OF PRICE BID

Commercial Bids, submitted in accordance with ITB will be evaluated as 

described hereinafter:

The 

Letter of Award (LOA) as applicable as per bidding documents will constitute 

the formation of the contract and shall be effective from the date of award. 

Further, NCPS DADRI reserves the right that Letter of Award may not be 

placed for a particular project even after opening of price bid. 

29.2 NCPS DADRI shall generate Demand Order and GeM PO / Contract on GeM 

Website. The successful Bidder has to make the payment of “Transaction Fee 

and/or AMC” as per GeM Policy. In case, the successful Bidder fails and/or 

denies making the payment of “Transaction Fee and/or AMC” as per GeM 

Policy, further action shall be taken against bidder as per GeM Policy. 

29.3 The Letter of Award shall supersede and will have overriding effect on GeM

If any dispute of any kind whatsoever shall arise between the Employer and

In the event of Suppliers failure to supply the material of acceptable quality in 

scheduled delivery period, NTPC reserves the right to procure the materials 

from any other source at the Suppliers risk and cost and the difference in cost 

shall be borne by the Supplier. Further, NTPC shall retain the right of 

forfeiture of CPG and or any other action as deemed fit. 

The aforementioned right of termination shall be without prejudice to any 

other rights and remedies that the Owner has under the Contract or in law 

including but not limited to claiming liquidated damages on account of delay 

in delivery of biomass pellets to the Destination site.

1. About NTPC  
 

NTPC Ltd. (A Govt. of India Enterprises), a Maharatna Company, is 

India’s largest power generation company with its roots planted way 

back in 1975 to accelerate power development in India. Since then it 

has established itself as the dominant power major with presence in 

the entire value chain of the power generation business. From fossil 

fuels, it has forayed into generating electricity from hydro and 

renewable energy sources. The total installed capacity of the company 

is over 73,824GW  (including JVs). NTPC has an ambitious plan to 

become 130GW plus company by 2032. 

2. Introduction   
 

From largely coal based generation, NTPC will have a diversified fuel 

mix by 2032, with non-fossil fuel based generation capacity making up 

more than 30% of NTPC’s portfolio. In this direction, NTPC has led the 

way in co-firing agro-residue based Biomass pellets (Biomass Pellets 

would mean both Non-torrefied pellets and torrefied pellets taken 

together, unless specified otherwise) with coal for power generation. 

Biomass pellets firing in boilers result in net zero CO2 emissions as the 

emitted CO2 gets absorbed in next crop cycle by photosynthesis.

6.2. Spot selection: Five spots are selected for sampling of biomass pallet as 

shown in figure below. Any one spot selection option will be decided by NTPC 

sampling staff after viewing the biomass loading pattern. Spot selection is not in 

vendor’s scope.  
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7. Sample preparation for testing: For the purpose of rejection test before clearance for 

unloading, each truck/consignment shall be tested for moisture by NTPC.  For testing of 

GCV and other Technical parameters, single composite sample shall be prepared for all 

the consignments received in a day from a particular vendor.

Partners/Consortium members, committing the persons/officials of the Parties not to resort to any corrupt 
practices in any aspect/stage of contract.

Section 1 Commitments of the Employer 
 
1. The Employer Commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption and to observe the

a) No employee of the Employer, either in person or through family members including relatives, will in 
connection with the bidding for or the execution of a Contract, demand or accept a promise for or accept 
for him/herself or for a third person, any material or immaterial benefit to which he/she is not legally 
entitled to. 
 
b) The Employer shall, during the bidding process treat all Bidders with equity and reason. The Employer 
will, in particular, before and during the bidding process, provide to all Bidders the same information and 
will not provide to any Bidder confidential/additional information through which the Bidder(s) could obtain 
an advantage in relation to the bidding process or the Contract execution.

The IEMs can in this regard 
submit non binding recommendations. Beyond this, the IEMs has no right to demand from the 
parties that they act in a specific manner, refrain from action or tolerate action.
